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Rationale

Our rationale for applying for the SEND Inclusion Award is because it gives
accreditation for high quality provision and excellent outcomes for students with
SEND. Itis also in line with the SEND Code of Practice and Ofsted.

Progress so far....

We have created a working group comprising of students, parents, staff and
governors.

The working group initially completed a detailed self-evaluation process which
then informed an advisor led action plan.

Following a visit in March from our adviser we were assessed as having met
85% of our targets on the action plan.

The final verification will take place in July 2019 when a verifier will examine
any outstanding paper work, observe lessons, talk to governors, staff, parents
and students and meet with Mr Fisher and Mrs Alexander.
